2. Previous meeting meetings (December 3, 2009) approved.
3. Committee Reports:
· Request/Response (Mike)
1. Reference Materials – solicit NGO requests/new inventory: Books have been organized as of 3/9/10 and the excel spreadsheet with the current inventory has been updated. At the March 16, AIHA meeting, new books will be collected and added to the inventory.  Rich has had Laurel send out requests for book donations in the last AIHA dinner meeting emails. 

2. Contact with Wes Won on donated book offer: Jon Steele has about 15 books to pick up in Sunnyvale.  Rich to email Diana to coordinate pick up.  Jeff Burton’s workbook shipment has been received.  Mike to reach out again to Wes Won regarding the books he has. 

3. IAC funding for book shipments status (AIHA funding - $2000!):  We have received funding of $2000 from AIHA for sending books to Africa.  When we send these books we will need to save receipts and request confirmations from the recipients.  We should possibly include a confirmation request letter (with postage prepaid or an email address) when we send out the book shipments.

4. AIHA Books without Borders update: No updates.

· Publicity & Fundraising  (Rich)
1. Donations from November Dinner Meeting pledges –$571 available in NCS coffers: Yes, we have $669 in the AIHA-NCS coffers and another $2000 from AIHA for book shipments.  We should accelerate our book drive and book shipments in order to use this money effectively.  Also, we should sponsor both Omana George and Noel Correa (both from ANROAV) for affiliate memberships with AIHA ($47.50 each).

2. Monitor Newsletter article – January submission by David Hornung: Newsletter was submitted and published in the last issue of the AIHA-NCS Monitor. Next article due by March 31st.

· Liaison Committee Update (Garrett)
1. Business Travel Coordination
1. Barbara Corhssen in Costa Rica – update: Garrett has not hear back from Barbara on this trip.  It is possible that Barbara was able to deliver some materials, but unlikely she conducted any trainings.
2. Golder training seats (IAC funding - $750!) Need to identify candidates for upcoming trainings in Asia (March 2010 course in Jakarta, then Manila, Guangzhou and Shanghai, and India.: Golder will do two for one trainings.  The SF-based Business for Social Responsibility’s China Training Institute (CTI) will also offer a two-for-one discount. ANROAV has two people interested for Jakarta in March.  Two people from ANROAV are interested in attending the Manila training.  For the Shanghai trainings by both Golder and CTI, we will need to decide which courses to fund and which Chinese NGOs to invite to send participants.  We will not be able to send people to every China course as the Golder trainings cost per course is between $300-$500/seat while the CTI courses cost about $125.  However, with $300 from AIHA-NCS funding, $750 from IAC funding and financial support from MHSSN, we should be able to sponsor two seats at courses in Indonesia, India, China and the Philippines.  With the national AIHA funding, we will need to get more information from each of the course participants about what they learned and how they will use it for our reporting back to the AIHA Board.

3. Rotary International Projects – Wes Won: Wes is in the Happiest Place on Earth and we haven’t yet made contact with him.

4. Hong Xiao – student – cadmium over-exposures to battery workers in China – needs partner for COEH project. Garrett put in contact with May Wong on Globalization Monitor and Juliana So of China Labor Support Network.: Student from UCSF Epidemiology program is interested in Cadmium exposure to  Gold Peak Battery workers.  Student is looking for another student to partner with to do this work.  

ANROAV annual conference:   ANROAV is hosting its annual 3-day conference in Indonesia on October 18-20, 2010.  So far the US delegation consists of a staff member of the United Steel Workers union Health & Safety Department, Ted Smith and Amanda Hawes from San Jose, staff members from the Hesperian Foundation in Berkeley, and staff members of UC Berkeley’s Labor Occupational Health Program (LOHP) as well as Garrett Brown.  It would be great to have one or more representatives of DWOI and AIHA-NCS in the delegation.  Anticipated cost for the trip is $2,200 - $2,400.
